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Please find attached herewith D.O. letter dated 18.07.2022 received from Secretary,
Department of Health & Family Welfare (DoH&FW) informing that as part of the celebration of 75
years of India's Independence, "Azadi ka Amrit Mahotsava" is being observed across the
country. Under the aegis of 'Azad ka Amrit Mahotsava', 'COVID Vaccination Amrit Mahotsava'
has been launched from 15th July, 2022 to 30th September, 2022 for 75 days under which free
precaution doses will be administered to all eligible beneficiaries (persons aged 18 years &

above who have completed 6 months or 26 weeks after the 2"4 dose) at all Government CVCs.
An intensive campaign strategy is being implemented wherein special vaccination sessions will
be organized at various places such as public & private office complexes, schools, colleges,
routes of religious yatras, industrial establishments, railway stations, inter-state bus stations,
elc.

2. Secretary (DoH&FW) further mentioned that all Ministries, Departments, Central Public
Sector Enterprises, Central Police Organizations, urban local bodies, Panchayati Raj
Institutions, etc., quickly prepare plans to vaccinate their employees and their dependants who
are eligible for precaution dose by organising special vaccination camps in relevant work places.
Union Ministry of Health & Family Welfare may be contacted for firming up and operationalizing
such Special Vaccination Camps on a priority basis.

3. Operational Guidelines in this regard are available on the MoHFW website
(mohfw.gov.in) and must be followed for operationalizing such special vaccination camps while
adhering to Covid Appropriate Behaviour. All institutions need to calculate in advance the
number of eligible employees and their family members to be vaccinated by precaution dose,
separately for both types of vaccines (i.e., Covishield & Covaxin), so as to make optimum
utilization of resources in the special vaccination camps.

4. In view of the above, Admn/General Division is requested to take necessary step to
vaccinate the employees and their dependants who are eligible for precaution dose by organising
special vaccination camps.

5. NSS, NYKS and RGNIYD are also requested to take necessary step to vaccinate the employees

and their dependants who are eligible for precaution dose by organising special vaccination camps.
